A hot start in racing

Scholzen’s car finished the race without any problems. The three drivers assured their common victory, fast and safe.

However, it will not be so easy by the next racing. Around 140 Fun Cup Beetles will be participating in the 25 hours Marathon in Spa-Francorchamps. The spokesman will also engage in the events with full of motivation. Perhaps next time with more luck?
